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Travelling Women Get More Respect

Judy Rebick has travelled extensively across Canada while working for
the Canadian Hearing Society and as president of the National Action
Committee on the Status of Women. She says travelling is now an en-
tirely different experience for women. “In 1976 they just didn’t think that
a woman travelled on business. You were getting hit on all the time. I've
seen an enormous change, especially in how you're treated. You're
treated with a lot more respect.”

But travelling still isn’t always easy for women. Mary Tibando, national
marketing manager for TransCanada Freezers Corp. in Toronto, says
she’s had to become street wise, “because there are a lot of bad numbers
out there, and some of them are dressed in suits.” “I make it a point that
the bellman knows me. I tip the staff at the front desk and in the lounge,
because they usually seem to know who's in the hotel. If they see anyone
following me, they certainly would send someone right away.”

Ann Checkley, spokesperson for Canadian Pacific Hotels and Resorts,
says it was initially assumed Gold Floors, as the chain calls its privilege
floors, would attract top-level executives because of the higher cost. “As
it turns out, female business travellers are willing to pay this premium in
order to be comfortable.”

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Eco-Travellers should vanish
without a trace

With more and more travellers exploring environmentally sensitive areas
of the world, it’s becoming critical that “eco-travel” be based on sound
environmental principles. Concerned consumers can identify eco-
sensitive tour companies by asking some pertinent questions.

How much educational information is offered? Those expeditions truly
concerned with preserving the environment are well informed about
their destinations and seek to educate their travellers as well.

Ask about group size (groups of fewer than 12 participants are less
disruptive and make travelling more pleasant) and the equipment used.
Whale watching from a kayak or a sailboat, for example, is less disrup-
tive than a motorboat tour. How does the tour organizer deal with such
issues as campfires, waste and garbage while the tour is under way?

Preserving the human and cultural environment is important, too. Find
out what the tour operator’s relationship is to the local community. Are
local guides being employed? Does the company use local products and
locally operated facilities where possible? You might also ask for refer-
ences from previous clients. Endorsements by an organization such as
the World Wildlife Fund is another favourable indication. Conscientious
travel companies will have a policy of philosophy stressing the impor-
tance of preservation and “no-trace” visits, and some participate actively
in research and conservation.

More and more women are travelling alone for business and pleasure. It
is our right to enjoy all that our destinations offer by day and by night.
Here are some tips on how to give yourself more confidence about your
safety without giving up your right to live and travel freely.

Before Leaving Home

e Purchase portable door and windowlocks - they can be purchased at
many hardware and travel accessory stores.

* Robbery often leads to sexual assault. Displaying expensive jewelry or
large amounts of cash attracts thieves. Consider leaving irreplaceable
jewelry at home. If you are taking more jewelry with you than you can
wear at one time, use the hotel safe. Traveller’s cheques and money
belts protect you against total losses in case of theft. An empty purse
may lead a robber to suspect you have money hidden elsewhere. Split
cash reserves between your handbag and hidden money pouch. There
are a variety of easy-to-wear styles, many less than $15.

e Advise a close friend, trustworthy neighbour or colleague of your
proposed route and your departure/arrival times.

e Tell anyone taking your calls how much information you want given
out regarding your absence and whereabouts. Ensure that the name of
your hotel and room number are not casually disclosed. Instead, make
arrangements to have messages passed along.

e Plan your route. Obtain maps in advance to familiarize yourself with
street names and locations you will be visiting.

e Pack lightly so you can manage your luggage without help.

* Use luggage tags with flaps so a casual glance at your tag will not
reveal your name, address or destination. Use your initials and your
business address rather than your home address.

* If you are planning to arrive late, it is best to have a guaranteed hotel
reservation, otherwise your room may be given to someone else. When
making a reservation, inquire whether the hotel has shuttle bus service
from your point of arrival.

e If you are planning to use a park-and-fly lot or valet parking, be sure
that you can give the attendant a spare ignition key so that you do not
hand over your entire key chain with your home and office keys.
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Transportation
On Foot

¢ Check with hotel clerk, tourist information centre or police about the
general reputation of the places you plan to visit.

e Plan your route in advance to include well-lit areas, busy with pedes-
trian traffic. If you need directions, ask a clerk in a store for assistance
rather than someone lingering in the street.

* Walk confidently. Wear clothes and shoes that allow you to run if
necessary. Be aware of your surroundings.

e If you think you are being followed, change directions or walk into a
restaurant or store.

o If someone initiates an unwanted conversation on the street, you have
the right to end it by firmly telling that person that you do not wish to
talk.

* Don’t be intimidated. Trust your instincts.

By Car

e Ensure that your car or rental car is in good mechanical order. Check
lights, wipers, brakes and tires. Make sure that your gas tank is always
at least half full.

e Keep your car doors locked at all times.

* Before entering the car, check the back seat to make sure no one is
hiding there, even when your car was locked.

e If you open your window for ventilation, open it only part way.

e Don't hide spare keys under the hood or inside the bumper; experi-
enced car thieves know where to look.

e Don’t stop to help a stranded motorist. Rather, stop at the next service
station and call for assistance.

¢ In case of car trouble, it is best to leave the car only to raise the hood.
Stay in your locked car. If assistance is offered, open window slightly
and ask that the police be notified. If you feel threatened by a stopping
motorist, tell him police have been called and are on their way.

e Hitchhiking is extremely dangerous and is not recommended. If,
however, you have no other option but to hitchhike, follow these
precautions:

e Don’t feel embarrassed about refusing a ride if you feel uncom-
fortable about the driver.

e Refuse to get in a car with more than one man. Check the back seat
to see that no one is hiding.

* Avoid getting into a camper or van. It is easy for other passengers
to hide inside.

e Refuse to get in the back seat of a two-door car.
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¢ Before getting in the car, ask the driver where he is going and if he
is vague or unclear, refuse the ride.

e Before you get in, check the interior of the car for any evidence of
alcohol or drugs. Make sure the driver is sober and fully dressed.

¢ If you decide to accept a ride, know how to operate the door and
seatbelt.

Taxi

e Taxis are a good way of getting around a busy city, even if you brought
your car, since you will arrive at the door of your destination, avoiding
the problems of parking and walking through dark areas.

e Sit in the back seat of a taxi. Don’t assume all taxi drivers are 100%
trustworthy. Be alert to the route taken. Make a note of the driver’s
identification card so that in case of a problem, a report can be made.

Public Transportation

e Sit near other women or the driver, if possible.

e If you are not sure of your stop, ask the driver to announce it.

e If someone is harassing you, stand up and loudly tell him to stop, then
notify the driver.

Accommodation

* Register using your first initials or hand the clerk your business card so
that your name is never spoken.

e Ask for a room on an upper floor, and near an elevator, where you will
not have to walk down a long corridor. Attackers prefer rooms near
stairwells because they provide an easy isolated escape route.

e Ask for all keys to your room to prevent someone from obtaining a key.

e Tell the front desk clerk and switchboard not to give out your room
number under any circumstance, but to take a message for you.

e Avoid displaying room key if it bears the room number and hotel
name.

e Ask the front desk clerk if security is available at night. If not, find out
if the front desk stays open all night. Know how to contact security.

* Have a bellhop accompany you to your room to ensure that no one is
in your room. You may do this when you are first checking in, as well
as returning late at night.

¢ Do not enter your room if you are being followed or if there is someone
suspicious lingering in the hallway near your room.

e If you enter your room and someone is there or you notice suspicious
signs, leave the room immediately and contact hotel security. If you are
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already too far into the room to get out, don’t block an intruder’s
escape.

e Don’t get into an elevator if you feel suspicious about the occupant(s).

e When using the elevator, stand near the controls so that if you find
yourself in an uncomfortable situation you can push the alarm button
or the button for the next floor.

 Be wary of persons seeking access to your room claiming to be service
people. Don’t open your door until you have verified with the front
desk that they are hotel employees.

e Keep your hotel room double-locked at all times even when leaving
the room for a few minutes. Chains can not be relied on. They are easily
broken. Use door viewers instead.

e Deadbolt locks with a 1-inch or 25-mm throw are most secure. Spring
latches are easy to pry open.

e Check that sliding glass doors and windows have auxiliary locks or
bars.

e Verify that all locks on windows and doors are working. If not, inform
the front desk and insist on another room.

 Keep your windows and sliding glass doors locked. Draw the curtains
when changing.

Recreation

o Always carry extra cash for unexpected phone calls or taxis.

e Dining alone should be an enjoyable experience. Sit with your back to
the wall so that you have a full view of the restaurant and its patrons.
Enjoy the restaurant’s atmosphere.

e If you don’t wish to be disturbed, let your waiter/bartender know. Sit
at the bar or a table in view of the staff.

e You can refuse free drinks and notes passed to you through the bar-
tender.

e Many large cities have nightclub tours. These offer the opportunity to
visit several clubs with a group while providing all transportation.

e Use discretion in conversations with strangers. Don’t advertise the fact
that you are travelling alone or casually disclose your travel plans.
Arrange to meet acquaintances in a lounge or another public place
rather than in your room.

* When you arrange to meet a new acquaintance, note your destination
and his/her name on paper and leave this in your hotel room. If possi-
ble, also tell a friend or colleague of your plans.
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Notes from Anita (who's travelled a lot)

General

e Travel as light as possible
o If you are crossing a border, register any articles of value as they could
be confiscated if an immigration officer thinks you purchased them
during your trip. Articles can be registered at a customs office (if
available) in your home town or when crossing the border the first
time. Keep the certificate with you.
e Pockets and backpacks are great since they leave your hands free.
e It's useful to get contacts in the place you are travelling to.
e Ask friends and relatives for names and addresses before you
leave.
¢ Check the women’s travel books.
e Check the Lesbian Connection magazine.
e On arrival, call libraries, hot-lines, AA groups, help lines, gay
lines, alternative bookstores, Internet connections to information.

eDuring WWI, cotton t-shirts were worn by the military and Navy men under the
wool tunics for comfort.

e A tremendous growth curve in T-shirt sales began slowly in the U.S. circa 1950.
With movies like ‘A Streetcar Named Desire’ and ‘A Revel Without a Cause’ the
appeal of the T-shirt was brought to the masses.

eThe trend continued through to the 1960s when T-shirts emblazoned with California
leisure messages, “hot car” prints and surf board designs became all the rage.
